[bookmark: _Hlk202554882]There were Jews in Ancient Rome as early as 161 B.C.E., but by the time of the Roman Empire (31 B.C.E. - 565 C.E.) Jews made up about 10% of the empire and a higher percentage in the city of Rome itself.  The community in the city had eleven congregations although not all were in operation at the same time.  Highly organized synagogues not only provided for the religious and educational needs, but also provided rooms for traveling Jews.

Most of our knowledge comes from the over six hundred inscriptions in stone from the three major Jewish catacombs that were excavated by the Vatican.  On one level they show us the community organization, its rituals and ideas.  Many show the human emotions of the inscribers.

They show not only synagogue organization by a community wide organization as well.  This organization sent representative to an empire organization and its leader the Ethnarch who as able to communicate directly with the Roman government. Altogether we get a surprisingly modern look to ancient Jewish Rome. 
Michael M. Eisman is a retired Temple University professor of Ancient History and Classical Archaeology having received his degrees from the University of Michigan (B.A. and M.A.) and the University of Pennsylvania  (Ph.D.). Working in the Ancient World, Dr. Eisman has spent a lot of time working in Rome and became interested in the Jewish community during antiquity.  He is glad to present this portrait of the community.
